Dear Fire survivor,

YOU DO NOT NEED TO MAKE RUSHED DECISIONS.  TAKING TIME TO BE COMPLETELY INFORMED WILL HELP YOU SAVE TIME AND MONEY IN THE LONG RUN.  WE ARE HERE TO HELP EDUCATE YOU.

In the aftermath of the catastrophic Cedar Fire in San Diego in the fall of ’03, we were asked by a committee of residents in Scripps Ranch who had lost their homes if we could organize the neighborhood and help them find a single builder so that a number of them could rebuild with the kind of cost savings seen in a normal development.  Many of them were underinsured and did not have enough coverage to replace their homes at custom home prices.  We were happy to volunteer.  They pretty much felt like most of you do right now.

Because we are architects who have consulted in development for more than three decades, they hoped we could explain the process and help them evaluate potential builders. Everyone, including many of the builders we knew and former fire survivors, said we were nuts and that we’d never pull it off.  A couple of weeks did turn into a bumpy couple of months, but ultimately we were very happy to see that our group of interested owners chose Stonefield Development to rebuild their neighborhood.

Bob Pack, president of Stonefield, asked us to stay on to help design the program.  In a relatively short time we did manage to coordinate the design of seven models with unique “one of a kind” facades and sign up enough families for each of the designs to make the program work.  With the help of four architectural firms and Stonefield’s great staff and subcontractors, eighty one homes were designed and constructed.  We recently polled the owners regarding the details of their specific experience and they consistently raved about customer service and the quality of their new homes.   

Given the interest in our program by survivors of the Witch Fire, we are currently teaming again with Stonefield to create a similar program designed specifically for the neighborhoods devastated by the fires.  On Tuesday, November 6th, the Stonefield Rebuilding Center will be open at 16956 Bernardo Center Drive, in Rancho Bernardo (across the street from the fire station on the ground floor on the east side of the building,) We invite you to come in and talk to us.  We are also planning to hold an informational meeting soon so you can meet the whole Stonefield Team.  We will begin sending regular email updates.
Stonefield has two divisions for this project.  One for custom homes, their normal core business, and another for group rebuilds organized for cost savings, to expedite construction, and simplify the process.  In addition we will be providing information regarding all the steps required to rebuild and what to look out for in the process for anyone who needs it.
